Tyrannosaurus Rex At Kelingking Secret Point Beach It Is Bound To Be A Crowd Favorite. Kelingking
Actually Translates Into English Meaning Pinkie A Term Referencing The Smallest Finger On The Hand.
Just Like A Pinkie Promise, The Land Does Also Appear To Take The Form Of A Kelingking Or Pinkie Finger.
However, It Is The Comparison To The T-Rex That Has Caused This Location To Become So Popular. Crystal
Bay Is Also One Of Tourist Destination And Is Said To Be One Of Tourism Belle On The Island Of Nusa
Penida. Protected From Large Waves, And Accompanied By A Beautiful White Sand Beach Dotted With
